Footpaths
Councillors were allocated sections 
of footpath trimming to inspect. 
Playing Fields Project 
Mr. Bolton reported on a meeting of 
the newly formed Pert Isaac Playing 
Fields Action Group at which three 
new items had been requested:
1. A sign 'No Dogs. By order of St. 
Endellion Parish Council1. This is 
to be provided. 2. A seat to replace 
one that was vandalised. Mrs. Pam 
Richards to be asked if concrete 
seat ends at St. Endellion Vicarage 
can be used. The original nameplate 
commemorating Mr. Tonkin may be 
affixed if it can be found.
